“To make the best better”’
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HE National Committee on Boys
and Girls Club Work is a privately
supported, voluntary group of pub-
dc-spirited citizens, incorporated not
for profit to assist the Extension Serv-
ces of the State Agricultural Colleges
and the United States Department of
Agriculture in furthering the program,
membership and influence of the 4-H
Clubs. This organization has, since
1921, served as a liaison group to co-
ordinate the interests of public-spirited
citizens wishing to further 4-H Club
work. Scores of individuals and groups
each year help to make the varied
services of the Committee possible.
The National Committee has no ad-
ministrative or supervisory duties in
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connection with 4-H Club work, but
enjoys the close cooperation of Federal,
State and County Extension agents
who conduct the work. 4-H Clubs have
their national headquarters in the Fed-
eral Extension Service, U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Washington, D. C,,
and maintain state headquarters at
each of the State Agricultural Colleges.

From the beginning the public was
enthusiastic about the idea of a nation-
wide citizens’' committee to further 4-H
Clubs.
