Sectional and national winners are

selected on the basis of their accomplishments, leadership, citizenship and community service in 35

project areas by a committee representing each region of Extension.

Paul Spiece is The Aquatic Maestro.
He has been a hobbyist for over 45
years. He hosted the widely used PBS
TV series, Guppies to Groupers. Paul is
also the father of six, with a bevy of
grandchildren, and the director of a
resident youth camp.

The videos are tied to the
lesson plans, so you'll know when and
how to use them.

THE MEMBER’S MANUAL is designed
for use by individuals working alone or
in a 4-H group.
